Check all the buses after each event, checking for any potential lost
items.

Clean all rooms of the music building at the conclusion of each
event. This includes all practice rooms and the choir room. All
furniture should be set appropriately as the last job of the music
building crew. Don’t leave until your section leader(s) excuse the
section.

Responsible for loading and unloading for each event of the
weekend. Captains call out responsibilities and all crewmembers
are ready with their instrument(s) for loading, unloading.

Help check uniform bags to see if anything has been misplaced or
put away wrongly.
